The tour concludes in Visegrad, with a visit to
Andriégrad, or Stone-Town, built by Kusturica
on the emerald Drina River, featuring cultural
facilities and the UNESCO-protected bridge.
After lunch, continue to Sarajevo, the capital
of Bosnia and Herzegovina, for hotel check-in.

End
this unforgettable experience with a taste of
heavenly baklava and savour the true essence
of Sarajevo’s history and cuisine.
