Zlatibor Mountain - Wooden-Town - 
Šargan Eight - Višegrad - Sarajevo
After check-out, continue to the ethno village 
Drvengrad (Wooden-Town), built by renowned 
film director Emir Kusturica. This village features 
natural wood constructions, the Mećavnik Hotel, 
galleries, shops, a cinema, and a church, hosting 
the Küstendorf Film and Music Festival since 
2008.
EXPERIENCE MORE / Šargan Eight Railroad: 
You will truly experience the charm of the 
mountains while riding the authentic, retro 
“Nostalgia” train along the narrow gauge 
heritage railway, Šargan Eight. This railway, 
named for its figure-eight shape, takes you from 
the base of Šargan Mountain and transports you 
back in time as you enjoy stunning scenery, 
numerous tunnels, and viaduct.
The tour concludes in Višegrad, with a visit to 
Andrićgrad, or Stone-Town, built by Kusturica 
on the emerald Drina River, featuring cultural 
facilities and the UNESCO-protected bridge.
